The Roberts Cove Germanfest Home Brew Competition is an American Homebrew Association (AHA) (link this to http://www.homebrewersassociation.org/) sanctioned home brewing competition to be held at 7:00 PM on October 5, 2012, and conclude prior to 11:00 AM on October 6, 2012.  The Roberts Cove Germanfest Association is the sponsoring organization.  The exact location of the judging will be posted to this web site later.  The event will be held in conjunction with the 18th Annual Germanfest festival which is held on October 6th and 7th on the Roberts Cove Germanfest Festival grounds at 7212 Roberts Cove Road, Rayne, LA 70578.
The competition is sanctioned, and as such, will use all rules of the American Homebrew Association (AHA).  

Entry Process

Contestants must submit two (2) samples of each beer that is being entered.  The samples should be in plain, unmarked, brown 12 oz. longneck bottles with a plain unmarked bottle cap.  Samples should be sent to:

Additional Details

The deadline for your submissions is Friday, September 28, 2012.  The first beer submission is $8.  Each additional submission is $5.  With the initial beer submission, you will receive a free entry pass to the Roberts Cove Germanfest Festival for Saturday, October 6, 2012. 
The beers to be included in the competition will be for all beer categories in accordance with the BJCP Style Guidelines (link this to http://www.bjcp.org/docs/2008_stylebook.pdf).  For the top 3 awards for the Best of the Show, only the German style beers will be considered (see detail of categories below).
Each beer is judged according to the AHA rules and assigned a score.  Beers scoring is the standard 50 point scale.  Beers can medal, regardless of whether there are other beers in the same category.
Each submission should have an official Bottle Identification Form (link this to http://www.bjcp.org/docs/SCP_BottleID.pdf) attached to the bottle via a rubber band.  The form should be filled in, and a corresponding Entry/Recipe Form (link this to http://www.bjcp.org/docs/SCP_EntryRecipe.pdf) should be included in the packaging.  A check or money order should also be included.  Total your entry fees and make the check or money order to Roberts Cove Germanfest Association for that amount.  Please do not send cash through the mail.
We anticipate that the medals/awards will be presented at the Roberts Cove Germanfest Festival grounds around 2:30 PM on Saturday, October 6th.  In addition to the medals for scores of 30 and higher, awards will be presented for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd as Best of the Show for the beers entered in the German style categories, which are considered as follows:
Altbier – 7A, 7C
Beliner Weisse – 17A

Bock-All categories – 5A, 5B, 5C, 5D

Dark Lagers– 4B, 4C

European Amber Lagers (Vienna & Oktoberfest) – 3A, 3B

Kӧlsch – 6C

Light Lagers (Munich Helles & Dortmunder Export) – 1D, 1E

Pilsner – 2A, 2B

Rauchbier (Smoked Flavor; identify the basic German style used) – 22A
Wheat & Rye Beers – 15A, 15B, 15C, 15D

Packing and Shipping hints
Carefully pack your entries in a sturdy box.  Line the inside of your carton with a plastic trash bag.  Partition and pack each bottle with adequate packaging material.  Do not over pack!  Write clearly: “Fragile.  This Side Up.” on the package. Your package should weigh less than 25 pounds.  Please refrain from using messy packaging materials such as Styrofoam peanuts or pellets; the preferred packaging material is bubble wrap.
Place entry forms and payment in a sealed zip-top bag.  Additionally, enclose each of your bottle labels in a small zip-top bag before attaching to their respective bottles.  This way it makes it possible for the organizer to identify specifically which beer has broken if there is damage during shipment.
Every reasonable effort will be made to contact entrants whose bottles have broken to make arrangements for sending replacement bottles.  It is not against any Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms (ATF) regulations or federal laws to ship your entries via privately owned shipping company.  However, IT IS ILLEGAL TO SHIP ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES VIA THE U.S. POSTAL SERVICE.  Private shipping companies have the right to refuse your shipment if they are informed that the package contain glass and/or alcoholic beverages.  It is solely the entrant’s responsibility to follow all applicable laws and regulations.
